If you keep trying to take a hit while the light is blinking, it will keep blinking.An incompatible attachment: remove and replaceThis can happen with any kind of disposable vape
that allowsA blinking light on your disposable vape pen can be frustrating, but it's usually an easy fix. First, try charging the device to see if that resolves the issue. If you're using a rechargeable battery, ensure that the micro-USB or USB-C port is accessible and not obstructed by any caps or plugs. Sometimes, the charge port may be hidden under a
rubber plug; try unscrewing it to access it. If your disposable vape pen has a blinking light when charging, check if the outlet you're using is compatible with the device. Remember, heat is generated by the atomizer coil
inside the vape, as well as from the battery. To keep the unit protected from overheating, vapes have circuits that limit the output over a single time span.If you've gotten overzealous with your vaping, let the device reset for a moment. If you keep trying to take a hit while the light is blinking, it will keep blinking. An incompatible attachment: remove
and replaceThis can happen with any kind of disposable vape that allows for any other electronic part to be attached, including a charging cable.Remove the cart or other attachments like a charge cord.Determine if it’s a proprietary fit that’s causing the issue.Replace it with another cart or charge cord (ideally from another brand).If you're using a
disposable vape pen that has a removable cart, know that not all carts will work on it—even if they screw on. Although there are times when you can get a snug-feeling connection, the parts may not actually be connecting properly with the battery. What if it’s blinking when you try and charge it?It’s possible that your device blinks while it charges,
indicating that it’s charging. Maybe it goes back to solid or cuts off when finished. However, there could be something else at play.It could be the USB plug you're using, or even the outlet where you're plugging it in, that’s not compatible. there was leaking inside the device during shipping. Fluctuations in air pressure can cause leakage of vape liquids into the internals of the battery compartment. Most vapes have physical protections (like rubber plugs) and electronic protections that prevent the device from firing when wet. Sadly, you can't fix it on your own if the electronic
protection kicks in and the disposable vape pen is brand new. Of course, you can try and fix it if you want, but I strongly recommend not taking your disposable vape apart to solve a blinking light issue. It will void any chance of returning it.The best option, in this case, is to communicate with the seller of the product (not the manufacturer). Hopefully,
you still have your receipt. If it’s a physical store, take the device back and show them what’s happening.If you've purchased it from an online dealer, you may have to show a video of what’s on. Typically, vape sellers are aware that a blinking light can be triggered by leaking during transit, so there’s a good chance that they’ll replace the device for
you. based on their voltage settings. To toggle between these settings, a double-click on the button is required. Different devices may flash red for unique scenarios, such as battery power drops (below 30%) and a need for recharging during vaping. Seize the moment to connect your vape pen to a reliable charger before complete battery drain to maximize
its longevity. Avoid leaving the battery on the charger post full charge, as this can impair the vape pen and diminish the charging efficiency. If your vape pen is fully charged, loaded with adequate cannabis content, and shows no blinking indicators yet fails to produce vapor, it might be due to: - The need to turn it on, depending on your device's
requirements. - A recessed firing pin preventing a proper connection. - An inundated atomizer or coil. For optimal charging results, ensure the batteries are charged within a temperature range of 50-86 degrees F. If the device overheats during charging, unplug it momentarily and reconnect after waiting a few minutes.The reason for the blinking light
is often a low battery, though other issues might also be at play.
