If youre facing a similar issue, heres how you can quickly change the folder permission. Press the Windows + R shortcut keys to
open the Run command. Type in CMD and press Ctrl + Shift + Enter to run it as administrator. Change your active working directory to Steams directory by entering the following command.cd C:/Program files (x86)/Steam Type in attrib -r /S *.* and press Enter to execute the command. This will change the permission of all the folders inside the
Steam directory to Read and Writable. After that, you can proceed to delete the downloadable folder. Steam stores all game files inside the Steamapps folder. Any corruption or glitches in this folder can result in multiple errors, including the disk space running out. You can let Steam check for errors in the game library folder and repair them
automatically by running the Repair Library function.
